STS - SCOPE OF SERVICES:
Safety Training Services, Inc. can provide personnel as attendants to assure the safety of the client’s employee’s and/or contract vendors.  The attendant will:
· Know the hazards that may be faced during entry, including the mode, signs or symptoms, and consequences of exposure.

· Is aware of possible behavioral effects of hazard exposure in authorized entrants.

· Continuously maintain an accurate count of authorized entrants in the permit space and ensures that the means used to identify authorized entrants accurately identifies who is in the permit space.

· Remain outside the permit space during entry operations until relieved by another attendant.

· Communicate with authorized entrants to monitor entrants’ status and to alert entrants of the need to evacuate the space.

· Summon rescue and other emergency services as soon as the attendant determines that authorized entrants may need assistance to escape from permit space hazards.

· Warn the unauthorized persons that they must stay away from the permit space.

· Advise unauthorized persons that they must exit immediately if they have entered the permit space.

· Inform the authorized entrants and the entry supervisor if unauthorized persons have entered the permit space.

· Perform non-entry rescues as specified by the employer’s rescue procedure.

· Perform no duties that might interfere with the attendant’s primary duty to monitor and protect the authorized entrants.

· Monitors activities inside and outside the space to determine if it is safe for entrants to remain in the space and orders the authorized entrants to evacuate the permit space immediately.

The attendant will order such evacuation of the permit space under any of the following conditions:
· If the attendant detects a prohibited condition.

· If the attendant detects the behavioral effects of hazard exposure in an authorized entrant.

· If the attendant detects a situation outside the space that could endanger the authorized entrants.

· If the attendant cannot effectively and safely perform all the duties required of the attendant.

STS – QUALIFICATIONS AND EXPERIENCE
Each member of our team has met or exceeded the following federally mandated minimum requirements for certification:

· 40 Hr. Hazardous Materials & Emergency Response
· 8 Hr. Confined Space Entry

· 40 Hr. Industrial/Confined Space Rescue, and

· First Aid/CPR Certified (the majority of our members are EMT’s and/or paramedics)

· OSHA 10 Training

In addition to meeting the above-mentioned requirements, members of our team have also received extensive training (and are fully certified) in the following areas:

· Proper use of appropriate personal protective equipment necessary for rescuing individuals from confined spaces.

· Proper performance of duties performed required of the entrant, attendant, and supervisor made pursuant to OSHA Standard 29CFR1910.146 paragraph [g].

We believe our knowledge of health and safety regulations and approaches to on-site services & training, as well as knowledge of the OSHA requirements, gives us the proper insight and perspective for satisfying employer needs.
