Confined Space (Stand-by) Rescue Services

STS - SCOPE OF SERVICES:

Safety Training Services, Inc. is pleased to submit this statement of qualification to serve as a standby rescue team for your employees or contractors who work in confined spaces. Our rescue service team will consist of two to three people.  Should an emergency arise, the attendant will assess the situation and immediately contact members of our on-site rescue team by means of a prearranged communication system.  (The confined space attendant will then also initiate rescue procedures from outside the confined space, if possible.)  A member of the on-site rescue team will, notify the appropriate local municipal public safety authority while responding to the site of the emergency.  After the on-site rescue team has extracted the injured employee, basic first aid techniques will be implemented and will continue until the appropriate authorities arrive.  If required, standby rescue service could be provided 24 hours a day, with team members working in shifts.

If requested, in addition to their duties of providing support for standby confined space rescue, the team can also:

· Monitor the atmosphere of the space, or spaces, being entered

· Provide basic life support, including CPR, for employees at any location at the facility

· Act as a designated attendant for employees who enter confined space, and

· Provide services as fire watch

The rescue team can also be used as a standby rescue unit for areas that have more than one entry location if arrangements for additional attendants and communication equipment have been made in advance and if emergency notification procedures have been preplanned.

STS -QUALIFICATIONS AND EXPERIENCE:

Each member of our rescue team has met or exceeded the following federally mandated minimum requirements for certification:

· 40-Hr. Hazardous Material & Emergency Response

· 8-Hr. Confined Space Entry

· 40-Hr. Industrial/Confined Space Rescue, and

· First Aid/CPR Certified (the majority of our members are EMT's and/or paramedics)

· OSHA 10 Training

In addition to meeting the above-mentioned requirements, members of our standby rescue team have also received extensive training (and are fully certified) in the following areas:

· Proper use of appropriate personal protective equipment necessary for rescuing individuals from confined spaces.

· Proper performance of assigned rescue duties (i.e., duties performed in addition to the mandated duties required of the entrant, attendant, and supervisor made pursuant to OSHA Standard 29 CFR 1910.146, paragraph [g]).

· Correct application of rescue techniques.  (Permit-required confined space rescues are practiced at least once every year by means of simulated rescue operations in which mannequins or actual persons are removed from representative confined spaces.

We believe our knowledge of health and safety regulations and approaches to rescue services and training, as well as complete knowledge of the broad spectrum of OSHA requirements gives us the proper insight and perspective for satisfying employer needs. 

Summary:

This capability statement provides excellent background information for performing successful rescues of employees and contractors from confined spaces.  While the statement provides valuable information in this regard, it should not be considered all-inclusive.
