» Advantages

Control of heat and temperature — instantly turn on and off as well as adjust flame height
Direct vent gas fireplaces are extremely efficient and maintain indoor air quality
Requires no electricity to operate — can supplement a home’s heat or be a back-up heat source
Clean operation — no ashes or chimney to clean
» Disadvantages
0 Lose the smell and sound of a wood fire
0 No tending to the fire
Wood:
» Advantages
o0 Enjoy all of the senses of the fire — beauty of flames & glow, smell of the burning wood and
crackling of the logs
Overall experience of chopping wood and building & maintaining the fire
Can be used to supplement the home’s heat and reduce heating bills.
Can be used to lower energy expense where wood is readily available and inexpensive
isadvantages
More time consuming to build and maintain the fire
Need to cut, stack and haul wood as well as clean ash and chimney
Some people are sensitive to odors and particulates from Woodburning fireplaces
Wood may be more expensive than gas in certain areas
Less control of heat — gradual build-up and reduction of heat

0 Requires electricity to operate

0 May require more service and maintenance

o Not as natural of a flame as wood

» Advantages

» Disadvantages

0 Less realistic flame compared to other fuels

o0 Lower heat output

0 Higher cost of operation per BTU of heat
