GIRLS

Navy-blue dress blazer

White, plain button down dress shirt
- Plain, white undershirt required
- May choose a straight or rounded collar
- May be long or short-sleeved

Navy-blue dress pants or uniform dress skirt
- Skirt MUST be below or at the knee
- Skirt may be pleated or straight

- GPA < 3.0 Red cross-over tie

- GPA > 3.0 Honor Roll - Blue & Silver*

- GPA > 3.5 High Honor Roll Blue & Red*
- GPA > 3.5 Leadership - Blue & Gold*

White, navy-blue, or red ankle or knee socks
- Alternate: white, navy-blue or red tights
Black, non-heeled flat plain dress shoes

None required but must follow blue, red, white, or
black color code (patterned or solid)
