= robots="noindex” tag
(or X-Robots) to the page until it
comes back in stock. This way, it
can still be found in the digital
catalog and internal search, but
not on Google.

Provide an expected date when it will be back in stock, if available.
Inform the visitor of back order or in stock notification options, if available.
