* Promise Neighborhoods = +593 million (+164%)

* Investing in Innovation = +$180 million (+150%)

* Charter School Grants = +5122 million (48%)

* Teacher Incentive Fund = +$120 million (+52%)

* English Language Acquisition = +$36 million (+5%)
