5. Getting Help with Conflict – April 4-5: When you're in over your head, there is an unexpected 
resource that just about everyone overlooks. Even if you know it exists, pride and fear often play 
a significant role in keeping you from getting the help you need. When you push through, 
however, you will succeed in any conflict.
