Tuskegee University Scholarship Awards
These scholarships do not require a separate application.  Every student who applies, is accepted to Tuskegee,  
and meets the scholarship criteria will be considered by the admissions office for scholarships. However, awards  
are limited, so students who apply and complete their admissions requirements by March 1 stand the best chance  
of receiving these awards for the following fall semester.  

•  DISTINGUISHED PRESIDENTIAL SCHOLARSHIP           •  UNIVERSITY MERIT SCHOLARSHIP
    Full tuition, room and board, and $800 for books               Full tuition, room and board, and $800 for books

•  UNIVERSITY ACHIEVEMENT SCHOLARSHIP      •  TU GRANT AWARD
    $10,000 per year                        $5,000 per year

•  ALABAMA INCENTIVE GRANT
    $5,000 per year; Eligibility is exclusive to Alabama residents.
