We will have a “cookie reception” after the concert.

Reception Behavior Expectations:

School Administration will be taking an active role in making sure our students treat
the venue with respect. School administrators will be positioned throughout the
reception area to ensure proper behavior.

Parents, you also can help with this effort by keeping these three points in mind:

1. Know where your children are—don't let them out of your sight.

2. If you notice your child becoming rowdy or not using the facility in a respectful
manner, please address him or her as necessary.

3. Instruct your children to remain in the narthex area, and not to attempt to go
upstairs, downstairs or into the hallways (students who attempt to go into these
places will be addressed accordingly).

Girls: School-issued black dress

Boys: Black dress pants, black belt white dress shirt, true Christmas red tie
AlL Black dress shoes and black socks or hose

Camerata Concert Attire (gth-12th):
Girls: School issued black dress

Boys: Black dress pants, black belt, white dress shirt, school issued black bow tie.

All: Black dress shoes and black hose or socks
