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Hygiene Care is a new standalone intervention that optimizes the documentation process for capturing hygiene, CHG bathing, and Oral CHG information. 

You will still use the Routine Daily Care intervention, in addition to documenting in the new Hygiene Care intervention.
Documentation must be done on admission and every shift.
