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Installation Information

m Mount in dry, well ventilated area, not exposed to
freezing temperatures.

m Mount generator level, on its base or hung on a wall.

m Provide adequate access serviceability.

m Run 3/8" copper cold water line. Install shut off valve,
but do not use a saddle valve.

m Run 1/2" copper steam line, insulate lines longer than
20 ft. in length. Slope pipe to avoid condensation build up.
Do not create traps.

m Run 3/4" copper pressure relief line and terminate in
accordance with local and national codes.

m Run 3/4" copper drain line, sloping pipe to gravity flow
drain. Do not terminate drain into the steam room.

m Steam head to be mounted 18" above floor or 6”
above rim of bathtub and as far away from seating area
as possible.
