The End Justifies the Means—Part Two 

 

“I don’t care what your school rules are, I told my daughter to always have her 

phone and have it on so that I can keep in touch during the day.” The “end” of 

this parent’s “means” was the loss of her child’s phone for the day and a 

detention after school.   “I just called my mom and she gave me permission to hit 

her.” Suspension was the “end” of this parent’s “means”.  The irony, in both 

cases, is that neither parent felt that their child’s punishment was justified, 

because they had given them permission.  

 

We are not so different in our sinful life with God.  We try to justify our actions 

rather than admit we have sinned.  We make excuses, we blame somebody else, 

we downplay our actions as “not that bad,” or we ignore our sins completely.  

Fortunately, God in His grace, forgives us anyway. Our punishment should be 

death, but God justifies us through His Son, Jesus Christ. 

 

God’s grace is the culture of this season of Advent.   An Advent is the arrival or 

the coming of our Savior.  Christmas brings us to the First Advent.  Jesus comes 

as a baby, born to Mary and Joseph, and laid in that manger in Bethlehem.  Jesus 

was born to die. That is the truth of that first Advent. The end—Jesus death on 

the cross for the forgiveness of our sins—justifies the means—His humble 

human birth and life.   

 

Jesus comes to us every day; each and every time we call on Him; and each and 

every time He is needed.  This is the second Advent of the Christ. We regularly 

pray: “Come Lord Jesus” because we desire His presence in our lives. Jesus is 

with us always, “to the end of the age.”  

 

As we live in His second Advent, we recall His first Advent as we celebrate this 

Christmas, and we look forward to the third Advent of our King.  Jesus will 

come in glory to raise us to heavenly splendor at the throne of God.  Jesus 

justifies because He volunteered to become the means to the end. Our prayer 

throughout this Advent season is, “Come Lord Jesus be out guest.” Savior for 
all!
