(Eucharist Ministers.)

He is the visible head of the Church.  (Pope) 
 
He is ordained and assists the bishop and priests.  (Deacon) 
 
They say hello to us when we enter the church and help us to find our seats.  
(Greeters/Ushers) 
 
They are the group of people who sing during Mass.  (Choir)  
 
He devotes himself to the work of a men’s religious order and is not ordained. (Brother) 
 
She dedicates her life to religious devotion and does not marry.  (Sister/Nun)
