The students will
also learn the responses as well as all of the other rituals and actions that take place
during the liturgy. The book also includes a 32 page missal, “My Mass Book” for the
students to color, fold, and take with them to Mass. Also in “My Mass Book” are the
written responses to help the children participate in Mass. Children Discover the Mass is
spiral bound to make copying easier.
