Vocabulary:  (Write bold words on the board and discuss with students) 
debt- something that is owed 
servant- somebody who serves another 
parable- a story with a hidden meaning 
mercy- forgiveness  
 
 
Plan: 
 
1.  Read story “The Unforgiving Servant” Matthew 18:21-22 
 
 
Questions: 
 

1.  What did the servant do for the master to forgive his debt?  The servant 
fell down and worshipped the king, and begged him to have patience 
with him, promising to pay it all.  
 
2.  When the servant found someone who owed him money, what did he 
do?  He grabbed the servant by the throat and told him that he must pay 
what he owed. 
 
3.  What did the servant do?  He did not show him mercy and he had the 
fellow servant thrown into prison. 
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4.  What did the king do when he heard what the servant had done?  He 
had the unforgiving servant arrested, thrown into prison and tortured until 
the original debt was repaid.    
 
5.  Will God forgive us when we do wrong?  Yes, if we are truly sorry for our 
sins. 
 
6.  What must we do to be forgiven?  We must forgive others so God will 
forgive us.
