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1. Push the clamping plate along the motor 
shaft until it is flush against the motor face.

2. Push the wire ring along the motor shaft 
until it is seated against the clamping plate. 

3. Push the pulse wheel along the shaft until it 
is in contact with the wire ring.

4. Align the unthreaded holes on the wheel 
with the threaded holes in the clamping plate.

5. Insert screws and tighten, to snug, by 
hand. 

6. Align the pulse wheel with the alignment 
surface. Refer to the Instruction Manual for 
proper pulse wheel alignment instructions.

7. Once the pulse wheel is aligned, tighten 
the screws in a star pattern to 30 inch-pounds 
of torque.
