I. REQUIRED   DRESS   ITEMS 

● Must   be   clean,   proper   and   free   of   wrinkles. 
● Students   not   dressed   appropriately   will   not   be   permitted   to   participate   in   school   events 
● Students   breaking   dress   code   on   3   or   more   occasions    per   quarter    receive   consequences. 
● Parents   /   Guardians   of   students   breaking   dress   code   may   be   required   to   complete   observation   hours.

- Plain,   white   undershirt   required  
- May   be   long   or   short-sleeved

- Plain,   white   undershirt   required 
- May   choose   a   straight   or   rounded   collar 
- May   be   long   or   short-sleeved

White,   navy-blue,   or   black   plain   socks 
Black   plain   dress   shoes   (tie-up   or   loafer-style) 

White,   navy-blue,   or   red   ankle   or   knee   socks 
- Alternate:   white,   navy-blue   or   red   tights 

Black,   non-heeled   flat   plain   dress   shoes 

Accessories  Solid-black,   plain,   dress   belt  None   required   but   must   follow   blue,   red,   white,   or   black

II.                                       PROHIBITED   ITEMS   -    NO   EXCEPTIONS 

  BOTH   BOYS   and   GIRLS  SPECIAL   NOTES   ON   GIRLS   ITEMS 

Tops  Ruffles   on   collars   or   blouses 
Polo   shirts   of   any   type 
Long   sleeves   under   short   sleeves 
Sweatshirts,   pullovers,   hoodies,   zip-ups 

Colored   or   decorative   accents   on   white   blouses 

Bottoms  Capri,   tight,   stretch,   cargo   or   skinny-style   pants 
(tight   at   ankle) 

Girls   not   allowed   to   wear   skirts. 

Uniform   Ties  * Non-Awarded   ties:      anything   other   than   a   uniform   tie   must   be   awarded   at   quarterly   awards   ceremony. 

Shoes   and 
Socks 

Slip-on,   Toms,   or   sneaker-type   shoes 
Tennis   Shoes   or   velcro   shoes   of   any   sort 
Sporty   dress   shoes   (i.e.   bowling   shoes) 

Heels   on   girls’   dress   shoes 

Accessories  Colored,   Large   or   Decorative   Belts 
Fake   eyeglasses   or   Sunglasses 
Fake      or   clip-on   earrings 
BOYS:   NO   EARRINGS   OF   ANY   TYPE,   VISIBLE   OR 
COVERED 

Purses   (keep   in   backpack) 
Hoop   Earrings   larger   than   quarter 
Excessive   jewelry 
Distracting   Hair   Accessories 

- Must   be   less   than   3” 
- Nothing   across   forehead 
- colors   not   blue,   red,   white   or   black 

MISC  Bright   or   Unnatural   hair   colors   (blue,   green,   true 
red,   pink,   purple,   etc) 
Piercings,   other   than    girls’    earlobes   -   single 

Lip   Gloss 
Piercings   other   than   earlobe  
More   than   1   hole   in   each   earlobe   (real   or   fake) 
Choker   Necklaces 
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
