□ One Roll of Paper Towels 
□ One Box Facial Tissue 
8th  Grade Students: 
□ One Box Facial Tissues 
□ 1 container disinfectant wipes 

 
6th w 7th w 8th Grade Students: 
□ One Dry Erase Pen (NO LIGHT COLORS) 
□ 5 Glue Sticks 
□ Combination Lock for your locker 

(NO KEY, LASER OR ALPHABET LOCKS! 
 CIRCULAR COMBINATION LOCKS RECOMMENDED!) 

□ One Package of Post It Tabs (multi colors) (not post it NOTES, Post it TABS) 
 
Students will need to have all basic supplies with them each day. Extra supplies should 
be kept at home until needed later in the year. 

***When purchasing supplies, please remember that locker space is very limited*** 

□ No. 2 pencils with erasers – mechanical pencils are fine (Enough pencils to last the year) 
□ Black or blue ballpoint pens 
□ 2 Red ballpoint pens 
□ 2 Green ballpoint pens 
□ 1 pkg/box Colored pencils – 12 pack or higher count 
□ 2 black Sharpie markers (Ultra Fine) 
□ 1 highlighter 
□ Pointed metal scissors 
□ Scientific Calculator (TI 30X IIS is the required calculator for Pre-Algebra and Algebra) 
□ USB Flash Drive 
□ Tool Kit Container (Either a pencil box or pencil pouch that will hold the above items. 

Students will bring their “tool kit” with them to each class every day. 
 
***Other Supplies needed FIRST DAY OF SCHOOL*** 
□ One 12” metric/inch ruler 
□ Post-it Notepads (Medium size) 
□ NIV Bible 
□ Three single subject spiral notebooks, college ruled 
□ One - spiral notebook with grid/graphing paper for Math 
□ Two 2-inch binder with one-5-tab divider set. Students will use one binder for SS/LA only. 

The other binder will be for their other classes. Please do not bring anything larger than 
a 2-inch binder.  Please do not bring “trapper keeper” type binders to school. 

□ Loose-leaf college ruled paper (each student will be required to have their own supply of 
college ruled paper in their binder for use in each class.) 
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
