Now
having evolved to become a joint program with ASJA International, TYCA aims at fostering
a network of next-generation of Asian leaders, who have a long-term vision to contribute
to the development of sustainable society.

This program awards four fellowships a year to research students from overseas studying to become specialists in Japan, or international relations
involving Japan, at the Inter-University Center for Japanese Language Studies in Yokohama.

Multi-year scholarships for PhD candidates for Japan studies at the University of Cam-
bridge, aiming to harness next-generation of scholars with a vision to place Japan within
the large context of the world, either in its multilateral focus or through its disciplinary
impact.
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Postdoctoral fellowship program for Vietnamese scholars/researchers
The program enables Vietnamese researchers and scholars to explore their areas of interest through short-term research fellowships at Japanese
research and educational institutions. The researchers are selected with the support of Japan Alumni of Vietnam (JAV).
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Internship program for young specialists in ASEAN countries
In association with the Tokyo Center for Economic Research, we support internship opportunities for researchers/specialists in economics in ASEAN at
Japanese universities or research institutions.
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
