Japan’s spoken language is Japanese. However, Modern Japanese is written in a mixture of
three basic scripts: Kanji, which are Chinese ideographic symbols, as well as Hiragana and
Katakana, two phonetic alphabets. There are a few thousand Kanji characters, while Hiragana
and Katakana have 46.

Being Gay in Japan

Japan has no laws against homosexual activity and has some legal protections for gay
individuals. In addition, there are some legal protections for transgender individuals.

There are recent trends that suggest a new level of tolerance, as well as open scenes in more
cosmopolitan cities (such as Tokyo and Osaka). However, regardless of one’s sexuality, displays
of public affection are not common in Japan and are frowned upon.

Passport

Travel and arrival

Air travel

Where to fly into/out of

You will need to fly into Kansai International Airport (KIX) OR Osaka (Itami) International Airport
(ITM). We encourage all passengers to arrive at least a day early to avoid the stress of
unexpected delays. Please see the Vacation Stretchers for the Olivia packages offered (available
9 months prior to trip).

You will need to fly out of the Haneda International Airport (HND) OR the Narita International
Airport (NRT).

Suggested arrival/departure times
If you are flying into the Osaka (Itami) International Airport (ITM) or the Kansai International
Airport (KIX), please arrive no later than 1 pm on April 26, 2019.

If your departing flight is out of Haneda International Airport (HND) on May 6, 2019, your flight
should depart no earlier than 12 pm. If your flight is out of Narita International Airport (NRT) on
May 6, 2019, your flight should depart no earlier than 1 pm.

Transfer and Meeting up with Olivia

Your transfer from the Kansai International Airport OR the Osaka International Airport, to the ship
is included on embarkation day (April 26, 2019). In order to provide you with a transfer, we will
need your arrival flight information. More specific information will be sent in your final
informational package. Kansai International Airport is approximately 60 minutes from the cruise
ship and the Osaka International Airport approximately 45 minutes cruise ship.

If you arrive on the morning of embarkation, you will be transferred to a downtown Osaka hotel
where you will be able to get some rest, eat or do some exploring. Transfer time from the hotel to
the pier will be available closer to the cruise date.

Please note that these group transfers are only included if within the flight arrival and departure
times listed above. Flights that arrive or depart outside of these timelines may be subject to the
guest hiring their own taxi transfers, which are very expensive, or risk missing the ship/flight.

Smoking policy

After Your Trip

Transfers to the airport

Group transfers from the ship to the Narita International Airport (NRT) are included for flights
departing after 1 pm and to the Haneda International Airport (HND) are included for flights
departing after 12 pm on disembarkation day, May 6, 2019.

The distance from the ship to the Narita International Airport is approximately 2 hours and from
the ship to Haneda International Airport is 40 minutes.
