As a result, CYD-X HP can be used at ultra low rates(as low as 0.5 ounces per acre—making it a highly cost-effective control product. CYD-X HP provides growers with an economical alternative for managing resistance and residues. It is approved by the National Organics Program (NOP) for use in organic production and is OMRI listed. It has a 4-hour reentry period and zero-day pre-harvest interval.
