Security
Be aware that Oxford Street is one of the busiest streets in the world, so please remember to 
keep your personal belongings with you at all times to avoid robberies.

All students must wear a student lanyard at all times during their stay at the school as well as 
their personal student card.

CCTV is operating 24/7 in the whole building for your own protection & safety. 

In case of fire, sound the alarm, phone 999 and try to alert the fire wardens shown on the 
reverse of the page whilst you follow the fire exit signs towards the assembly point on Wardour 
Street. Fire extinguishers are located next to the entrance door of each floor. Only use the them 
if there is a real threat, only trained people should use them.

In case of emergency and only when the school is closed, call our emergency number +44 (0) 
746 233 0025. If you require the emergency services (Police, ambulance or fire service) call 999. 

In case of injury, alert any of the first aiders shown on the reverse of the page. First aid kits are 
located next to the entrance door of each floor. Only first aiders can use them.

If you suspect any student is being radicalised or opposing the basic British Values, please refer 
to any of our Welfare Officers shown on the reverse of the page.

Smoking inside the building is not allowed and it is against the law.

Consumption of alcohol or other substances is not allowed in the school.

School’s rules
As a British education institution we promote the basic British values of democracy, the rule of 
law, individual liberty and mutual respect and tolerance for those of different faiths and beliefs.
