Belmore Boys High School Audio Engineering staff and students are responsible for the audio and lighting production, 

in conjunction with a team of highly experienced production crew whose credits include InXs, David Bowie, Red Hot 

Chilli Peppers, Screaming Jets, Mental As Anything and Midnight Oil.   

 

Other students involved in this aspect have been drawn from Wiley Park Girls High, Kirrawee High, Woolooware High, 

Turramurra High, Gunedah High, Merriwa Central, Hunter River High, Lucas Heights Community School, The Jannali 

High while additional staff are from Robert Townson High, Punchbowl Boys High, Lurnea High, Camden High and 

Picnic Point High.   

 

The event which is grass roots in nature is seen as the most significant and credible event of its kind by both the Music 

Industry and participants alike.
