Scour school websites with focus on career services (who recruits and hires for
your dream positions at which schools?), curriculum (do they teach what you need
and want to learn how you want to learn it?), co-curricular activities (do they have
the extracurricular clubs and activities that will help you achieve your goals?)
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Follow student and school blogs, social media,
and newsletters.

If possible, visit schools you are most interested in — ideally while class is in session. J

Attend MBA Fairs and school receptions.
