• Camera card formats are increasingly proprietary and the file 
organization of the files is not human readable.  Its hard to find 
content without adding data to the structure.

• As resolutions get bigger, cameras will automatically chunk files 
into multiple parts without the user knowing.

• Moving or transcoding the footage on the card can lose the 
valuable chunked “raw data”.

Hard drives/Camera cards

• Manually processing of files as they appear in 
storage can create problems if users do not 
know how or where to process the files.

• Allowing people to upload content to cloud storage 
can result in untracked and non-categorized 
content being added to the storage device.  It is 
challenging to monetize this type of content so why 
pay to store it if you don’t know what it is?

• If your metadata entry process is not controlled there could be 
incorrect data in your existing database.

• Manually converting one data structure to another is a time 
consuming process

What do you want to do 
with it?

Cloud

• Relying on editors to manage storage themselves is ineffective, usually choosing to keep everything close by.
• For remote users, releasing content or making it available for download means lots of untracked and insecure media.
• Allowing editors to download media to work on is also insecure and can require a fast connection.

• Using traditional folder structures to organize data can make it difficult for people without 
prior knowledge of the structure to find assets.

• Giving all users access to storage to locate assets can be challenging with multiple sites..

Let editors work with the content
either remotely or on premises

Make it easy for other users to find content and
discover content they might not know we have.

• This approach can create challenges 
because without paying for cloud storage, 
remote users cannot connect to a secure 
centralized storage system.

Just by internet

• Private WAN can offer connectivity between 
users but speed of data transfer can still be 
limited.

• Challenges around moving data are 
common.
