• Curator’s Edit and Publish module with Curator for Adobe lets creatives work directly in the NLE so they don’t have to leave the application 
they are most comfortable with.

Why store it if people can’t find it and use it?
• Curator lets editors lock projects they are working on to prevent unwanted changes, but they can still import sequences or elements of
