STM is a welcoming community where you can join with others in renewing your faith life in 
small groups, Sunday night dinners and one-on-one meetings. Join a Small Church Community 
(Bible Study/Faith Sharing) with other Catholic students who are committed to meet weekly to pray, 
discuss scripture for the upcoming Sunday Mass and reflect on how it relates to life as a Yale student.

Sunday dinners and lectures are the perfect start to the week. The STM community meets after 
5pm Mass for dinner and a discussion or brief lecture. Learn about your faith while enjoying a 
meal with students, faculty and STM community members.

If you are a night owl, come to STM for Mass on Sunday nights at 10pm and stay for a late 
night snack after Mass in the dining hall. If you are an early riser and 10am Mass works for you, 
stay for brunch in the dining hall following Mass.
